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Slaton Independent School District has a
long history of giving quality educational services to
the youth and community of Slaton and has had the
privilege for almost a century. Slaton ISD, along with
parents, churches, and the entire community, has
helped with the educational component to produce
and nurture outstanding citizens for the good of our
local area as well as worldwide. The District contin-
ues to excel in the areas of academic preparation for
the benefit of our students’ futures.

According to the 2009 Academic Excellence
Indicator System (AEIS) reports, released last fall, our
students performed above state averages in
Reading/ELA 97%, Writing 98% and Social Studies
99%. We were equal with the state in Mathematics
with 89%. Slaton ISD students outperformed the
state and region when looking at the Texas Higher
Education Readiness Component. In graduating
college ready students, we outperformed the state
once again in ELA (75% vs. 58%) and Math (71% vs.
58%). Our SAT and ACT scores are higher than the
state and region. Slaton ISD has an average 15
students to teacher ratio vs.22 to 1 for the state.

Slaton HS is a TEA Recognized Campus and
the recipient of the prestigious National Department
of Education Award of “Blue Ribbon"School Recogni-
tion. Academic offerings such as 11 advanced place-
ment courses offer SHS students and parents the
opportunity to take advanced courses. This opportu-
nity gives students college credit and cuts the tuition
bill for parents greatly.

Slaton Junior High is a TEA Recognized
School. This campus allows students to find their
niche as far as extra curricular activities in a setting
that gives every student the opportunity to partici-
pate. Stephen F. Austin Intermediate is a TEA
Academically Acceptable School.  This campus
continues with the basics of the elementary school
while allowing students to grow socially as well as
academically. Cathelene Thomas Elementary school
is an Exemplary campus. This campus continues to
annually receive the “Distinguished Performance
Award” from the Texas Education Agency. Students
at Cathelene Thomas enjoy low class sizes and
receive an excellent basis from which to build their
education and opportunities.
